What prevents us from

fall short of God’s holiness and 
perfection.

“It is by grace you have been 
saved through faith-and this is 
not from yourselves, it is the gift 
of God – not by works, so that no  
one can boast.”

There is only one way to 
bridge the gap between  
God and man...

The diagram shows that God has 
bridged the gap between Himself and 
man by sending Jesus Christ to die 
in our place and Jesus rose from the 
grave and is alive today!

Who is Jesus? 
He is the infinite God-man, “I and 
the Father are one” – John 10:30.

He died in our place  
“�But God demonstrates His own 
love for us in this:  While we were 
still sinners, Christ died for us.”  – 
Romans 5:8

He rose from the dead
– 1 Corinthians 15:3-5

He is the only way to God
“Jesus answered, ‘I am the way 
and the truth and the life. No 
one comes to the Father except 
through me’.” – John 14:6
